Study guides are available for $10 in our Parish Office.
Since the supply of books was limited, we don't have
any extras on hand.

On that same Wednesday after Labor Day, we will also
start our 6:30 a.m. DVD study group. Our first series
this year is a very fine presentation of the Holy Eucha-
rist by Bishop Robert Barron. This group starts
promptly at 6:30 a.m. and concludes promptly at 7:30
a.m. so that people can fulfill other commitments. Cof-
fee will be served.

Rl Gt ikt for Aduts people on a list that I've been
compiling, but there are likely others who are interest-
ed in this process. We typically meet on Thursday eve-
nings from the end of September to the end of Lent and
try to make this a process in which candidates can dis-
cern whether or not they actually want to join the
Church.

For the past days, our Youth Director, Jordan, has been
meeting with our sophomore Confirmation candidates
in preparation for a new season of sacramental prepara-
tion. This weekend, we will meet with candidates and
sponsors. We did the initial round-up last spring and
were fairly certain of our roster of candidates. If you
know of anyone who might have been missed, please
do let us know right away. Occasionally there is some-
one out of cycle or someone who has transferred par-
ishes.

Next Saturday evening, beginning
right after Mass, we will have our
annual Parish Picnic. As we've
noted earlier, there is a change of

pening right here on our own proper-
ty. Part of this move was motivated by the safety factor.
Parents with small children have mentioned that they had
a hard time tracking their children at Sertoma Park at the
same time they were trying to socialize with friends. Our
grounds are more circumscribed and have fewer
strangers wandering about.

The picnic should provide a wonderful “welcome to the
change of season” for our parish. There will be plenty of
good food, our usual Bingo games with prizes, and lots
of activities for the children. I always look at our picnic
as an opportunity to meet members of the parish in a dif-
ferent space and for many of us to become better ac-
quainted.

This week on Wednesday, the Church will celebrate a
memorial in honor of the Queenship of the Blessed Vir-
gin Mary. In some ways, this language doesn't do
much for us in the USA where we've never had a queen
and where images of queens haven’t always been very
popular.

In the best of times, however, the queen was a well-loved
figure in society who embodied the best values of a par-
ticular country. The queen was considered a model citi-
zen who set a certain standard that could be imitated.
From that perspective, the Blessed Mother gives us an
excellent example and encourages to follow her Son. On
Wednesday, we will have our first school Mass of the
new year, and all are invited.
