even be part of the reason the world around seems so out of 
sorts. 
 

People often tell me that they have a hard time identifying any 
actual sins. Maybe it would be helpful to take some quiet time 
and think about areas of our lives that are unsettling or rela-
tionships that could be more life-giving. There's usually some 
sin lurking in those spots.   
 

Or maybe a deeper look would reveal traces of what we call 
the capital sins: pride, envy, lust, greed, gluttony, sloth 
(spiritual laziness), and anger. These are sins of the heart that 
keep us unsettled, and sometimes these sins manifest them-
selves in the way we live. 

 

Tonight at 7 p.m., we will have an Ad-
vent Communal Penance Service at our 
parish.  There will be 7 pr iests helping 
with confessions, so the wait shouldn't be 
excessive. There are also multiple times 
scheduled for confessions throughout the 
week.  

  
One of the really great blessings for me at St. Katharine 
Drexel Parish is the amazing generosity that permeates our 
parish. I think we've sor t of lost track of the total number  
of gift tags that have been placed on our Advent Giving Tree 
and the gifts that have been returned. The ones who won't lose 
track are the recipients. Your gifts will already be a sign of 
redemption for their lives.   
 

The same is true for those who are served each month at the 
St. Francis House, The Banquet, or the Bishop Dudley Hospi-
tality House, or for those who arrive at our parish looking for 
food and/or diapers. The wonderful thing is that we always 
have something to give them.    
  
As we head toward the halfway point of our fiscal year, I am 
also hopeful that we will still be on target to meet our budget. 
December is always kind of an iffy month for finances as 
weather events and holiday travel change attendance patterns.   
I'm always especially grateful to those who drop off an enve-
lope even when they couldn't be here on a given day. 
 

Financial Report: With the increased numbers in church 
last weekend, our collection also had an uptick. We were hap-
py to find $8,785 in the collection. Thanks so much! 
 

A Stewardship Testimonial: " I'm always happy when 
someone asks me to help. I feel more connected and that my 
contribution matters." 

One of the feasts in the Church year that 
might not get as much attention in our 
part of the world as in other parts is the 
Solemnity of Epiphany. This is the 
day when the Church remembers the 
arrival of the Magi (Kings, Wisemen) 
from the East who came seeking the 

newborn King of the Jews. On the universal calendar, this 
day is celebrated January 6th each year and is observed as a 
Holy Day. In the United States, it is transferred to the clos-
est Sunday. 
 

This coming year, by chance, January 6th actually falls on a 
Sunday. Epiphany remembers the Magi from the East who 
had all kinds of education, wealth, and creature comforts, 
but still experienced a certain kind of emptiness and longing 
in their hearts. They were motivated to seek out the new-
born King of the Jews and offer Him gifts. 
 

Epiphany reminds us that no matter what we have amassed 
or what we have achieved, our hearts will still be restless 
until they rest in God. That is why we chose to launch our 
new parish initiative to reach out via social media to those 
who might also be longing for a new connection to Jesus 
and His Church.   
 

We've been talking about this project for quite a few weeks 
now, and we are grateful to all those who have already re-
sponded by checking out our parish Facebook, website, or 
Instagram. We already post a good number  of an-
nouncements on these sites. 
 

When we get to January 6th, we will be posting personal 
testimonies from members of our parish who volunteered to 
share their faith stories. We are hoping that a great many of 
our parish members will join in the effort to view these tes-
timonies and forward them to people in their own networks. 
This project is a lot less burdensome than riding a camel for 
several hundred miles, but it is motivated by the same hu-
man desire for God and to make God known to the nations. 
 

As we advance through the Season of Advent, many Catho-
lics will take the opportunity for Confession. This is one of 
the ways that we acknowledge we actually do need a Savior 
Whose coming we again await. If we don't acknowledge our 
own sins and our inclination to sin, we run the risk of mak-
ing Christmas a mere interlude in a cold season of the year.  
Making a good examination of conscience prompts us to 
remember that we are not yet totally redeemed. We might
