tion of the Lord in the Temple, 40 days following His birth. At
the temple, Jesus was recognized by Simeon as the long-awaited
Messiah who was to be a light to the nations. This feast day
marks the final closure of the Christmas cycle of liturgical read-
ings.

Following this theme of Jesus as a light to the nations, the
Church has traditionally blessed altar candles on this day. From
there, it is only another step to recognize why the Church uses
candles to bless throats on the Memorial of St. Blaise on Febru-
ary 3rd.

St. Blaise is the patron of throats, and winter is a time when
many people are susceptible to ailments of the throat. With can-
dles readily available right after the day of blessing, we can see
how they were incorporated into the rite of blessing throats.

If you would like to have your throat blessed, please remain
after Mass at 5 p.m. or 8:30 a.m. to participate in this ancient
ritual. Sorry to say that we are not able to offer the blessing after
10:30 a.m. Mass since we will be preparing for Confirmation
Mass at 2 p.m.

Blessing of the throats is an example of a sacramental in the life
of the Church. Sacramentals are prayers, pious objects, or sacred
actions that call the presence of God to our minds and hearts.
They don’t carry the significance of the 7 Sacraments, but they
have played a significant part in the spirituality of many people.
Holy water, scapulars, medals, rosaries, the Sign of the Cross,
statues, crucifixes, and genuflections are other examples.

Today we welcome Bishop Paul Swain to our church for the
celebration of the Sacrament of Confirmation. We join him in
praying for the descent of the Holy Spirit with the seven-fold
gifts upon these candidates.

Over the past year, it has been a pleasure for me to be involved
in the preparation for these candidates. They have been very
cooperative, and I have been especially gratified by how many
sponsors and parents have accompanied them to their classes
and retreats. The role of the sponsor has grown appreciably in
recent years.

Over my many years as pastor, we have tried many different
approaches to Confirmation preparation with a variety of suc-
cess. One thing I noticed this year were the very positive com-
ments I heard from candidates concerning their required retreats.
They especially appreciated three experiences: our mission trip,
the Steubenville weekend and the local SEARCH.
