In many ways, the Church year follows the pattern of our
own lives. There are certain days that we accentuate with
parties, celebrations, special meals, or trips. Days like birth-
days, anniversaries, and graduations need to be highlighted
and celebrated. But we can't accentuate every day. Most of
the time we have to earn a living, take care of our houses
and do the laundry. Most days are pretty ordinary.

A special thanks to all those who have
participated in our “Like and Share”
project. As of Wednesday, we had indica-
tions that the posting had been shared to
8,300 participants. The comments have
been very positive, and some of them
even added personal experiences relating
the value of the Church in their lives.

I am confident that there will continue to be very positive
fruitfulness from this effort, and I am especially grateful to
Rick Lingberg and Eric Sammons for their creativity and
commitment in bringing this project about. [ am also very
grateful to those who have already had their stories filmed. I
look forward to even more active engagement with the task
of evangelization.

This week the Church returns to Ordinary Time, following
on all the feasts and solemnities of Christmas. Altogether,
there are 34 weeks of Ordinary Time in the liturgical calen-
dar. This is the time of the year when the church is dressed
in green.

Of course, we like the high pitch of feast days and special
seasons. These are times when we focus more intensely on
particular events in the life of Jesus, like His birth, His
death, and His resurrection.

In assigning most of the year to Ordinary Time, the Church
is telling us that our ordinary times have the potential for
holiness right where we are. It's not just the big days, and
it's not just the times when we are in prayer or in church that
are holy. Holiness can penetrate our lives when we are mak-
ing a living, caring for children, doing housework, sharing a
meal together or most any other ordinary activity.

When we are growing together in relationships that are just,
honorable and loving, we are growing in ordinary holiness.
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In the long run, these times will become more significant than
the holidays and extraordinary events.

During these weeks of January in our par-

) Confession. This is a great spiritual
milestone for these children and their fam-
| ilies. This year, our new family resource

/ has received a lot of praise, and I am
grateful to all the families who prioritize
the celebration of the sacraments.
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Putting all the pieces of faith formation in place is a group
project for our parish and for families. Religion classes are an
important component. But the example, encouragement, and
assistance of parents are even more important when it comes
to passing the faith to the next generation. At this stage of their
lives, children are so very impressionable and they quickly
absorb the values of their parents.

One aspect of faith formation that cannot be overlooked is
praying with your children. There are many ways of praying
together, and I always recommend reading to children from
the children's Bible. It is also vital for your children to know
the most basic Catholic prayers, such as the Our Father, the
Hail Mary and the Act of Contrition. Eventually, in each of
our lives, we encounter times when all we have to fall back on
are the prayers we learned as children.

One aspect of faith formation in our parish is our participation
in the Sioux Falls Catholic School System. Between 30 and
40% of our children benefit from our schools. One concern in
Catholic schools across the country is maintaining enrollment.
In an effort to understand better the perceptions and needs of
people, the diocesan office compiled a survey that was in the
recent “Bishop's Bulletin”. It would be very helpful if mem-
bers of our parish would complete this survey.
