From Fr. Tschakert 

The ripples are still being felt. 
 

Mother Teresa was living a reasonably comfortable life in a 
boarding school for wealthy girls when she had to take a trip 
through India. At the sight of the poor along the way, she felt 
the voice of Jesus calling her to move beyond the worthy life 
she had been living to devote herself to the poorest of the 
poor. She often said the great privilege of her life was to be 
with Jesus every day, ministering to Him in those she washed, 
fed, housed, or buried. 
 

Jesus still meets people in epiphanies, sometimes in major 
events or more often in subtle events. There are particular 
times in our lives or maybe in sequences of events where we 
discover the presence of Jesus Who comes to console or chal-
lenge, but always to walk with us. 
 

Recently, people from our parish were interviewed about their 
experiences of faith and the life of the Church. Over the next 
few months, short segments of these interviews will be re-
leased on our parish website and Facebook page. We are invit-
ing members of our parish to share these stories of faith with 
the hope that others will be inspired.    
 

There is no longer a star in the east guiding people to Jesus, 
but the light of our lives can also be very illuminating and help 
guide people to Jesus and His Church. Please do spread the 
Good News. 

 

Our Wednesday and Thursday morning 
adult formation will resume this week. 
At 6:30 a.m. on Wednesdays, we are re-
viewing a DVD series on the titles of Je-
sus in the Scriptures. After Mass on 
Wednesdays and Thursdays, we are going 

to study St. Paul’s Letter to the Philippians. All are welcome. 
 
Financial Report: Over  the past weeks, weekends have 
blended into holy days, and it's been kind of a blur as we 
sometimes forget what day of the week it is. We are very 
grateful that our members did not forget to support their parish 
during these days. On Christmas, we received $11,000. On the 
final Sunday of December, we received $5,865, and on New 
Year's Day, we received $1,307. Of course, we also received a 
good portion of our income online.  Thanks very much to eve-
ryone for their generosity!

Today the Church cele-
brates the Solemnity of the 
Epiphany of the Lord, 
our remembrance of that 
day when the Magi from 
East arrived to worship 
Jesus. Sometimes these 
men are referred to as Wise 
Men, Astrologers, or Kings. 
The Gospel doesn't actually 

say how many visitors there were, but the three gifts they 
presented have suggested three visitors.   
 

Only the Gospel of Matthew remembers the arrival of these 
"three kings of Orient." St. Luke remembers only the shep-
herds from Bethlehem. Each of the Gospel writers has his 
own slant on the story of Jesus, and together they give us a 
fuller picture than either could do alone. 
 

Matthew wants us to know right at the beginning of his 
Gospel that Jesus came for all people, not just those of the 
Jewish tradition. Throughout Matthew's Gospel, Jesus 
shows concern for those of other nations and traditions and 
near the end of the Gospel, Jesus preaches about the judg-
ment of the nations. At the very end of the Gospel, He com-
mands the apostles to take the Good News to all the nations. 
 

Even in the present day, the Gospel is still rippling outward 
to the nations. The Gospel is still becoming embedded in 
cultures and raising people up to new hope. 
 

The word “epiphany” refers to Jesus making Himself mani-
fest or revealing Himself. At some times in Church history, 
the baptism of Jesus was called an epiphany, and so was the 
wedding feast at Cana. At each of these times, Jesus re-
vealed Himself to different groups of people. 
 

Epiphanies have continued even after the time of the Gos-
pels. We think, for example, of Saul meeting Jesus on his 
way to Damascus. Jesus came to Saul in blinding light and 
voice from the sky. Within a few days, Saul had accepted 
Jesus as Messiah, changed his name to Paul, was baptized 
and began his great work of preaching the Gospel. 
 

We think of St. Francis who was a sort of party animal and 
soldier. His conversion story may have spread over a longer 
time period, but we remember his report that Jesus spoke to 
him from the crucifix at San Damiano. "Francis, repair My 
house. It is falling into ruin." With that, Francis took on a 
new life and revolutionized the church of his time.
