From Fr. Tschakert

In the past few months, we've been short of committed 
prayers, so if you can help out, it would be greatly appreci-
ated. 

 
Over the past several weeks at 
weekday Mass, the Church has 
been reading from the Old Testa-
ment books of 1st and 2nd 
Kings. These stor ies from an-
cient Israel tell stories of the de-
cline and renewal of the people 
of God. The overarching theme 
is that when God's people were 

faithful, they thrived, but then they would get complacent 
and lose faith. At times, they would not only abandon their 
own faith but also adopt the faith of other nations. 
 
When things would get bad enough, God would send a 
prophet, such as Elijah or Elisha, to call the people back to 
fidelity. Or maybe He would raise up a new king who 
would inspire the people in a great time of renewal. In those 
days, the king had great religious persuasion in addition to 
his civic functions, as leader of God's people. 
 
Sometimes as we consider the state of our world today, we 
might find these books of the Bible to be consoling. The 
world has often gone through periods of renewal and de-
cline, and we can't expect to be exempt from that pattern. 
We do know that God is faithful, and we need to be open to 
prophets who might be sent by our Lord to guide us into 
better times.

Last weekend we were really pleased to find $5,808 in en-
velopes and $2,462 in the loose offering, along with 
$10,405 in online giving. We ended our fiscal year less than 
1% shy of our budgeted income. Thanks so much to those 
who assist with our fiscal needs.

On Wednesday this week, our 
country will celebrate Independ-
ence Day. This holiday is very 
festive for many and a great op-
portunity for families and friends 
to gather. The 4th of July more 
or less marks the middle of the 

summer and is an opportunity for food and fun. 
 

Independence Day might also be an opportunity for us to 
reflect on our love of country and our commitment to a 
way of life. Not everything was all worked out when our 
Founding Fathers penned the Declaration of Independ-
ence, but at least in outline, it was determined that our 
country would be something that hadn't been tried before. 
 

We are grateful for the vision and courage of our Found-
ing Fathers, and we are grateful for all those who came 
afterward in support of the same ideals. 
 
As good Catholics and good citizens, we are also grateful 
for our Constitution and our national traditions that have 
allowed us freedom of worship and freedom of con-
science. These values have not always been protected in 
history. Even today many countries forbid the free exer-
cise of religion. 
 
Many of those who populated the original colonies came 
from England and other European countries where it was 
illegal to practice the Catholic faith. It was a very con-
scious decision and break from the past that the framers 
of the Constitution allowed for the free exercise of reli-
gion.   
 
In every generation, we need to be vigilant that our ability 
to practice our faith is protected in law and in practice. As 
good citizens, we need to be engaged in civic life and 
contribute to civic debate from the depth of our faith . 
It would be nice to see a chapel full of people at 8 a.m. 
Mass on the 4th of July. 
 
On the First Friday of July, our parish will observe Eu-
charistic Adoration from 6 a.m. to 7 p.m. We have so 
much for which to pray in our personal and family lives 
and even more in our society, so I would encourage any-
one to stop by for some quiet prayer time.
