From Fr. Tschakert 

At this time of the year, parishes often expe-
rience a bit of turnover in staff, and the 
same is true at our parish. Erin Hericks has 
indicated that she will not be returning for 
another year of Religious Education and 

faith formation, so our parish is looking for someone to be 
our new Director of Faith Formation. 
 

This is a really important position in our parish as we guide 
the faith development of the next generation. We have 
many, many faithful volunteers, but we need someone with 
vision and leadership skills to keep us moving in a common 
direction. As I've come to know over the many years, a back-
ground in Theology and/or education is a very helpful pre-
requisite for this position. 
 

As we move forward in search of a new director, we are de-
veloping a job description that includes the work Erin has 
been doing and could include additional duties in adult for-
mation and individual formation to become a full-time posi-
tion. 
 

Anyone interested in this position should submit a resume 
and cover letter to me at our Parish Office. If you know of 
someone who is qualified for this kind of work, please en-
courage him or her to apply. The position will be open until it 
is filled. 

 

This weekend the Church celebrates the 
Solemnity of the Ascension of the Lord, 
recalling that day 40 days after the Resur-
rection of Jesus, He left the disciples and 
ascended to the right hand of the Father. 
This event is recorded at the end of the 
Gospel of Luke and in the Acts of the 
Apostles. 

 

For many centuries, this solemnity was celebrated precisely 
40 days after Easter, on Ascension Thursday. This is one of 
the 10 Holy Days of Obligation that are in the universal Code 
of Canon Law. Each country chooses which days they will 
celebrate as Holy Days, which days they will transfer to Sun-
days, and which are not observed as obligatory. 
 

A number of years ago, the bishops of the United States  

determined that the day for celebrating the Ascension would 
be decided by each province. So, Ascension Thursday is still 
observed in NE, but not in the Province of MN, SD, and ND. This 
is an example of a local bishop legislating for a local church. It is 
also the reason that Ascension is still listed on some religious 
calendars, even though it is moved to Sunday in our local area. 
 

On this solemnity, it would be a good time to point out the 
Ascension window in our church to your children. Visual imag-
es are often helpful when explaining religious realities. 
 

In the time after the Ascension, the disciples gathered in the 
upper room, praying intensely for the descent of the Holy Spir-
it. This story is recorded in the Acts of the Apostles. 
 

In these days leading up to Pentecost, 
Church is again praying for the descent of 
the Holy Spirit. There are so many issues 
in our world that seem intractable, ac-
cording to our human methods. This is 

not only in the life of the Church, but also in the governments 
of our world, our social structures, and among the nations. As 
cultures shift and tensions rise, we need the help of the Holy 
Spirit Who can lead us in ways of serenity. 
 

The Holy Spirit has always acted in surprising ways to bring 
about God's salvation in individual lives and in the life of the 
world. In these days leading up to Pentecost, let's pray fervent-
ly for new interventions by the same Spirit who enlivened the 
Church at the beginning. 
 

Finance Report: Last weekend our crowds were on the light 
side as people were traveling for graduations and for the Me-
morial Day holiday. We are happy to report that we deposited 
$14,370 for the week, in addition to online giving, so we 
achieved our May budget goals. With the final month of the 
fiscal year on us, we are very hopeful of reaching our yearly 
budget. Thanks so much for your generosity. We are also grate-
ful to have made our final CFSA payment to the bishop's office, 
so additional funds that arrive for CFSA will be utilized for par-
ish needs.
