Today our parish celebrates its annual Tur-
key Bingo event which has become a fa-
vorite parish tradition for many. With activi-
ties and opportunities for all ages, please do 
join in the fun and enjoy some time with oth-
er parishioners.

The profits from this event will be tithed to our parish 
Food & Diaper Pantry and our St. Vincent de Paul Con-
ference. The larger portion will be applied to debt reduc-
tion. The youth will keep their profits from the sale of 
concessions and will use it to help offset expenses for 
their summertime travels.   

For several years now, our parish has been celebrating a 
Thanksgiving Eve Mass at 6:30 p.m. the evening be-
fore Thanksgiving Day. Mass will be followed by a pie 
social in the Gathering Space. Traditionally, items for our 
parish Food Pantry are presented at Mass, and the offer-
tory collection will be given to our parish Food Pantry. 

Thanksgiving Day is a sort of vestige of the Christian 
roots of our nation. It is a civic holiday with deep Chris-
tian origins. Some Scripture scholars point to gratitude as 
one of the first steps in a life of faith. When we intuit that 
we have been touched by someone outside ourselves, we 
are grateful and we begin to search for the source of that 
touch. 

In some ways, Thanksgiving is my favorite holiday. 
When we gather in gratitude, we are renewed in the val-
ues that unite us. Please do plan to celebrate Mass with 
us on Wednesday, November 21st at 6:30 p.m. 

This weekend our nation observes Veterans’ Day. We set 
aside this day to honor the men and women who have put 
their lives on the line in each generation to establish and 
protect the national privileges that we sometimes take for 
granted.   

In the course of our history, many people have shed their 
blood for our country and the values on which our coun-
try is based. Many more have invested years of their 
lives, one day at a time, spending time away from fami-
lies and careers, serving close to home or in far-away 
places.
