Over the next few weeks and leading up to Christmas, I will 
be offering opportunities for our parish children to celebrate 
the Sacrament of Penance. Each week at Religious Edu-
cation, I will gather with two classes for this ritual. The chil-
dren in our school will also celebrate Penance before Christ-
mas. At the same time, I try to do some continuing for-
mation on what is sinful and how to celebrate the sacrament.  
Over the years of their formation, I often notice great 
growth in the children's understanding of sin and for-
giveness. 
 
This would also be a good time of the year for adult mem-
bers of our parish to confess their sins. As we near the end 
of the liturgical year and come to the holiday season, it's 
healthy to look back through the months and reflect on our 
successes and failures in the spiritual life.
