From Fr. Tschakert 

This past week our Parish Council met. Our primary topic of 
conversation for a couple of years has been renewed evangeli-
zation. As many of you will remember, we talked about this 
topic at our recent State of the Parish meetings where Rick 
Lingberg and Eric Sammons presented a proposal for using 
Facebook as a tool of evangelization. 

At our meeting last week, Rick presented his first two inter-
views for this project. He is planning to interview several 
more people in regard to their faith experience and why our 
parish is important to them. 

In these next months, we will be working on the best methods 
to get wide coverage of these brief testimonials. We hope that 
many hundreds of our parishioners would post these inter-
views so that they would eventually cover a great part of our 
neighborhood and city.   

We also had a parish Finance Committee meeting this past 
week. At the end of the first quarter of the fiscal year, our reg-
ular income is slightly ahead of our budgeted target, and ex-
penses are also moving in their projected direction. 

Many people have asked me when we can ex-
pect some announcement about a new bishop. 
Like so many things in the life of the Church, 
the choice of a new bishop is a little shrouded 
in mystery and often takes a long time. The 
short answer is that we really don't know when 
a new bishop will be announced. My personal 

guess is that it will be quite a few months. 

I'm reminded of a story someone told me. She was in a group 
of people with several church denominations present. Each 
was saying how pastors were chosen for their local parishes.  
When someone asked my friend how Catholics select a new 
pastor, she said, "Oh we're just happy with whomever the 
bishop sends."    

Financial Report 
Last weekend, we were happy to receive $6,489 in the collec-
tion, along with online gifts. We have also received a few gifts 
for the worldwide missions. Thanks so very much.

With the turn of the seasons, Turkey Bin-
go is just around the corner , scheduled 
for Sunday, November 11th, this year. 
Anyone who has been in our parish for 
even a year is already familiar with the 
routine, but we certainly want to include 
newer members of our parish too. 

Turkey Bingo is not primarily a fundraiser, but a social 
event. We do make a little money, and this year it will be 
given to our parish Food & Diaper Pantry, our St. Vincent 
de Paul Conference, and our debt reduction fund. Our parish 
youth group will receive the proceeds from the concessions. 

We solicit frozen turkeys and hams to be given as Bingo 
prizes. These items should be delivered the day of the event 
since we don't have extra freezer space. We also solicit 
items for the Silent Auction. Many people put together 
themed baskets. Others plan for special meals in their 
homes. There are usually some appliances, donated services, 
some artwork, and handcrafted items. Items for the Silent 
Auction are really limited only by the imagination. It's all 
part of the fun. 

There will also be a raffle for three prizes: 1. a 4-day stay in 
a Black Hills vacation home; 2. $500 cash; and 3. a room at 
the Ramada Inn with pizza and a beverage. You are invited 
to take some raffle tickets to buy and/or sell. 

Although we do make a little money on Turkey Bingo, it's 
mostly an expression of our common life together and an 
opportunity to greet some old friends and meet some new 
ones. 

This weekend and for a few weeks, we are asking members 
of our parish to renew their financial stewardship commit-
ment. For  several years now, we have been moving in a 
positive direction with our parish finances. I am fully con-
vinced that as we grow in a greater awareness of the notion 
of stewardship and in our commitment to live stewardship 
ideals in every aspect of our lives, our parish finances will 
grow as a matter of course. The Spirit comes first and the 
material follows. 

Please do pray over your commitment to our parish and 
commit as fully as you can. If everyone in our parish would 
take this approach, I know that God will bless our parish 
with deeper faith and bigger hearts. The first recipients of 
stewardship are those who commit to it.
