From Fr. Tschakert toward eternal life with God.    
 
Each year at this time, following our annual sign-up for 
liturgical ministries, we schedule a time for liturgical minis-
try orientation. It is always helpful when a large num-
ber of ministers attend these meetings so that we can be on 
the same page as we celebrate the liturgy of the Church, so 
I do encourage wide attendance. 
 
When the liturgical action is well ordered, it is more effec-
tive in inviting all participants to enter into the prayerful-
ness of the time we are together. There is a certain kind of 
rhythm to the liturgy that happens with preparation, con-
sistency, and care. Attention to details is necessary. Other-
wise, the liturgy would drift and become haphazard. Of 
course, we would still have the Eucharist, but it would not 
lend itself to prayerful participation. All this is to say that 
we are grateful to those who volunteer for these liturgical 
roles and fulfill them faithfully. 

 
At this time of the year, we also train our 
new Altar Servers, and we are grateful as 
they continue to serve at the altar for a 
number of years. Besides being helpful at 
the altar, we hope they will be growing in 
their own attentiveness and in their appre-
ciation of the liturgy. I've often noticed that 

adults will mention their experience of serving as one of 
their foundations of faith. It is especially gratifying when 
our high school students continue to serve at the altar. 
 
With our state elections just a few days away, it is a part of 
our active citizenship that we are attentive to the current 
issues and to the candidates who propose to govern our 
state.  It is part of our faith commitment that we are con-
cerned about how to live together as a community and how 
we serve one another. We need to be concerned with how 
we educate our children, care for the elderly and disabled, 
and how we manage our natural resources. The Church has 
often reminded us of what we call a 'consistent ethic of life,' 
that stretches all across the life spectrum. 
 
Financial Report: We are grateful to all those who have 
already submitted their commitment cards for the coming 
year. Last weekend, we found $8,073 in the collection 
along with our regular online giving. Thanks very much!

An interesting tradition in the Catholic Church is the cel-
ebration of Holy Days of Obligation. These days have 
varied widely in the history of the Church. In the Middle 
Ages, there were many more than we currently have, and 
they served as holidays so that peasants could actually 
have a day off from work from time to time. On the uni-
versal calendar, there are 10 holy days of obligation, and 
each country selects which days to observe and which 
days to transfer to Sundays. 
 

In the United States, we observe the Solemnity of the 
Immaculate Conception of Mary on December 8th, 
Christmas on December 25th, the Solemnity of Mary, 
Mother of God on January 1st, the Solemnity of the As-
sumption of Mary on August 15th, and All Saints’ Day 
on November 1st. The following observances are trans-
ferred to the nearest Sunday: Epiphany, the Ascension of 
the Lord, and the Solemnity of the Body and Blood of the 
Lord. 

 

These special days are given to us to help 
us focus more intently on particular truths 
of our faith. This week, for example, we 
will celebrate All Saints’ Day. In cele-
brating this day, we are reminded of an 
article of faith that is mentioned in the 
Apostles’ Creed:  I believe in the Com-
munion of the Saints. 

 

In reciting this belief, we profess our belief that we do 
not journey alone toward God, but we are assisted on our 
journey by those who share our lives. We gain spiritual 
energy by the witness and the prayers of all the baptized, 
both those who are still living and those who have gone 
before us to the other side of life. In this age of radical 
individualism, this belief in the Communion of the Saints 
is a helpful corrective to our self-reliance. 
 
Masses for this holy day in our parish will be at 5:30 p.m. 
on Wednesday, and on Thursday, 8 a.m. (school) Mass  
and 6 p.m. Mass.  
 
On Friday, we will observe All Souls’ Day with Mass at 
8 a.m. This day reminds us of the Church's teaching on 
Purgatory. This teaching also relates to the Communion 
of the Saints, in that our prayers assist our departed 
friends and relatives as they continue their journey
